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What do these grades mean?

Midterm grading is required of all faculty teaching undergraduate day classes
to give students feedback on their current standing in the class.

You should see one of the grades below for each of your classes.

S means “Satisfactory” and your professor has no concerns

* UA means “Unsatisfactory due to Absences or Lack of Engagement”
Ul means “Unsatisfactory due to Incomplete or Missing Work”
 UT means “Unsatisfactory due to Tests or other Graded Work”

« UX means “Unsatisfactory due to Multiple Reasons or Overall”
